Legislative Liaison, Rebecca Blakeley, announced that she has been active on the yahoo group listserv posting updates about national legislation affecting information and libraries.

Josh Finnell, Publicity chair, announced that he has been working on various tasks for the executive board such as creating graphics for our website. He told everyone to watch their email accounts for emails from him announcing new programming and other chapter issues.

Kathie Bordelon, chair of Archives, announced that the archives committee is collecting whatever notes, meeting minutes, etc. that anyone feels belongs in the archives. Please make submissions!
